e To be eligible students must be enrolled full-time with a maximum of 18 hours each semester. Hours over 18 will not be
covered by a grant/scholarship funded by the University.

e All applicable fees (such as, mandatory fees, orientation fee, housing maintenance fee, student assessment fee, lab fees,
online, hybrid, course related fees, etc.) are not covered by this grant/scholarship except when noted.

o While Study Abroad and 3-2 programs are highly encouraged, institutional awards (listed above, including endowed and
non-endowed awards) cannot be applied toward these programs.

e Institutional funds can only be used for coursework taken at Dillard University and/or formal University approved
consortium institutions.

e The scholarship award policy of the University is to assist students with the direct costs of their education, and to provide
access to higher education costs of a private college education. The scholarship program is not designed or intended for
students to make a financial profit.
